	In-progress critiques are a formative assessment in which students learn how to evaluate the artwork of others and take the input to do a self-evaluation of their own artwork. The students have done self-evaluations of their work at the end of each project before and they have all had the design class that introduced a common art vocabulary. They have been working on haiku pendants and most students are at a good stopping place to evaluate their work.

	Anticipatory Set

	I will use my own artwork as an example of how to do an in-progress critique. I will also provide an example of an unhelpful critique statement from my college sculpture class to give students an example of what NOT to say. For example, a sudent called my work “edgy,” which didn’t help me analyze my own work.

	The strategy I intend to use is real-world examples from my own critique experience using my brooch as an example to make the critique less intimidating for students because it is not their artwork.

	Introduction: (5 minutes)
 Talk about the purpose of an in-progress critique; pre-assess by asking if anyone has done an in-progress critique before, pass out handouts. check for understanding

Part 1 (5 minutes)
Go over the worksheet instructions, using my art as an example.
Have the students pass the artwork to the left once, then to the left once more (so they don’t evaluate the art of their friends).
Students will work individually to answer the questions in part 1:individual practice

(transition – talk with the person whose work you were critiquing)
Part 2 (10 minutes)

Students will return artwork to original maker and talk with their peer who did the critique of their work. group practice
After receiving the paper with their critique, students will reflect on their OWN artwork. individual practice

(transition – now let’s hear from the class what observations they made or what hashtag they chose)
Part 3 (5 minutes)

Discussion on the observations the students made about others’ work as well as their own. group practice/check for understanding
(Now that everyone has heard some suggestions about your art you have the remainder of class as a workday. 
Part 4 (50 minutes)

Students will continue work on their haiku pendants. Individual practice

	The strategy I intend to use is small group discussion.
I am using this strategy here because: critiques are intimidating and students are more likely to speak up if they don’t have to do so in front of the whole class.


	Closure

Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. “Any Questions? No. OK, let’s move on” is not closure. Closure is used:

· To cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson.

· To help organize student learning

To help form a coherent picture and to consolidate.
	Now that you have written down your thoughts and have had time to read the input on your art, let’s get into groups of two or three and talk about some observations you made and if any observations helped look at your own work differently.

I am using this strategy here because I want to assess what they thought of the in-progress critique and if it was helpful to their plans for finishing the pendant.

Post Lesson Reflection
1.  To what extent were lesson objectives achieved? (Utilize assessment data to justify your level of achievement)
The students answered all the questions, even if some were not in complete sentences. They did use the vocabulary terms in the proper manner. The students were shy in speaking verbally, even in small groups. Because I didn’t get much feedback on how the critique helped the students, I feel that my lesson fell a bit short in connecting the critique with their plans on finishing their work.
2.  What changes, omissions, or additions to the lesson would you make if you were to teach again?

I would do part one at the beginning of class and part two after giving students a chance to work on their pendant more and absorb the students’ observations regarding their work.

I would make my directions clearer. The students were confused on how to pass down their work.

I would use sticky notes next time. They are a lower stress way to give a quick input on a work of art. 

I would not call it a critique. If I call it a discussion this helps take the anxiety out of the process because the word critique sounds like they are to be critical in a negative way.

I will do another in-progress critique but I will change up the style to make it less intimidating and more engaging.
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
